You should maintain 2 notebooks (or two clearly divided sections of a notebook) for this class:

1.  A three-ring binder which will include (in chronological order):

· The current syllabus (keep this as the first page!)

· All teacher handouts and notes from class

· All lab assignments, reports, and data

· All returned work

· Any other relevant materials not specifically mentioned below

2.  A composition book (or divided section of a 3-ring binder) which will include (in chronological order):

· Daily objectives and “Do Nows,” dated.

· Notes taken during home reading assignments (include section numbers.) 

Your notebook will be an essential tool:  keep it organized and up-to-date, and it will keep you prepared.  
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
